Title Page 

· Normally you would not have a separate title page, however, because your paper is so short, I would like you to have a title page.

· The following information should be included:

Your name

· This information should be centered, double-spaced, 12 font and 1/3 from the top of the page.

The Outline

· Center the title of your topic

· Thesis: Here you will type the MAIN IDEA of your paper.

· Your outline should be a road map to your paper.  Follow the outline example given.

The Paper

· See the example given and follow all tips given.

Works Cited

To create a Works Cited page, please follow the direction below.

· Open the internet

· Go to www.easybib.com 

· Under the website tab, enter the web address that you used.  

· Then click “cite this”

· On the page that pops up, you will notice boxes of red and blue.  IF A BOX IS RED, FILL IT IN!  Look for this information on the website, DO NOT JUST LEAVE IT BLANK BECAUSE YOU ARE LAZY!  Boxes in blue have been automatically filled in correctly.

· Then click “create citation”

· The screen that then pops up allows you to add another website right at the top.

· Continue to add websites and information until you have cited all of your sources.

· Then click “Print as a word doc”

· In the box that pops up hit “click to continue without registration”

· Then click “open”

· Your works cited page will be downloaded in a printer friendly format.
