Part 1: Guided Questions

1. A deposition is declaration that people sign, like a petition. Why does Giles write a deposition? (88)
To save his wife

2. Giles accused Thomas Putnam of lying. Why does Giles say Putnam is accusing someone of being a witch? (89)

Putnam is “reaching out for land”

3. Why doesn’t Giles want to give a name? (90) Should we believe Giles? 
He doesn’t want people to go to jail. Believe him because he has good intentions. Actually trying, and he admits he did wrong for getting his wife in trouble

4. What does Parris mean when he says, “The devil lives on such confidences!” (90)

Confidences = secrets = the devil thrives on secrets
5. Why is there “a prodigious fear of this court”? What is happening to make people afraid? (90)

Afraid of being convicted, anyone who steps up to refute the court gets in trouble
6. Is Hale good/bad/unclear to say “I dare not take a life without there be a proof so immaculate (perfect) no slightest qualm (argument) of conscience may doubt it”? (92) 
Means that doesn’t want to kill anyone unless there is clear proof
Unclear – should already know this, good because he’s noticing faults in system

Realizing, opening his mind to reality

Good because of his mentality is good – should not be confusion

7. Judge Danforth points out the problem with a witch trial – why is it so difficult to defend the accused? (92-93)
No proof to support the accused
Witchcraft is invisible – only victim and accused know the truth

Hard to defend them – b/c anyone who defends victims

8) On page 94, Danforth speaks to Mary Warren harshly for lying. How would you react to the way Danforth speaks? 
Continue lying, so get away with it
Say the truth

9) Is Abigail Williams a reliable source? Why or why not? (95)

SHE DRANK BLOOD – heard it
Organized witchcraft dance – she admits it

Parris saw girls

Admitted it to Proctor

Will say anything to benefit her – no matter if it’s right or wrong

10) What does Mary mean by “I only thought I saw [spirits] but I did not” (101)

Other girls were yelling, so she FELT there really were spirits
Let her imagination go along with the events

11) What does Proctor finally admit? (102)
He committed adultery - lechery
12) Why does Proctor say “I see [Lucifer’s] filthy face! And it is my face, and yours, Danforth!”? (111)

Both committed bad crimes – proctor-adultery, Danforth convicts innocent people
