5. stout : adjective: thickset or heavy; courageous and determined; strong
6. bemused: verb: bewilder; engross somebody
7. perplexity: noun: complex nature, bewilderment, puzzlement
8. padlock: noun: security device, lock, dead bolt
9. hasp: noun: hinged metal fastening
10. chambray: noun: light cotton or linen fabric
